J. Diederich Neuhaus 
(29.1.1925) 

J. Diederich Neu-
haus entered the 
company in 1952. 
And he had the idea 
to replace the man-
ual operation of JDN 
hoists by an air 
driven   motor.   This  

was a most welcome innovation for 
the main customer of our hoists, 
the underground mining industry. 
These new air driven hoists en-
abled lifting operations to be car-
ried out with less effort, in reduced 
time and more safely. In the same 
manner J. Diederich Neuhaus rec-
ognised that his products could 
also be used in a variety of other 
industries worldwide. In the early 
sixties JDN developed the first air 
driven hoists for general industrial 
applications: JDN Air Hoists of the 
"PROFI" series. Due to the com-
mitment of J. Diederich Neuhaus 
the company grew to become one 
of the worldwide leading manufac-
turers of air driven hoists. In 1995 
J. Diederich Neuhaus handed the 
management over to Wilfried Neu-
haus-Galladé.
